Coaches Report – Finishing up the season, getting set for sections, things are running smoothly.  All players have been informed about Select 15, 16, & 17 and Model Camp. The JV players have been working with the adapted floor hockey team with Murray Ginther.  Players are participating in the USA Hockey Reading program.  They will be reading at Sonnesyn on Feb. 4 and Zachary on Feb. 11.

Treasury Report -  not in attendance, Brynn handed out financials.  We collected $100 from the Chipotle Chuck a Puck night.  That money goes towards the C.H.E.C.K. Foundation.  Eric to write Todd a check for $100 and Todd will take add’l money from the school account and donate it to the CHECK Foundation on behalf of Armstrong Hockey.

Committee Reports – 

Volunteer – Kerry was not in attendance.  Sent report – all varsity slots filled, Kevin Roddy working on the few JV slots and parents that need to be filled.  We  need to look at how we do the volunteer slots next year.  We want people to continue to volunteer throughout the year as opportunities arise, even though they may have fulfilled their obligation.  Add a “as needed” category for next year for things that may come up.  Include Cooper/Armstrong Day as an opportunity.  Date for next year’s game is Jan. 15.
Cooper/Armstrong Day – No volunteers to do baskets, disappointing.  Didn’t get info out soon enough.  Send out earlier next year.

Chipotle Night – The Crystal location participated, it is always a fun night. Didn’t raise very much $ during chuck a puck.  Event was on a Tuesday and during finals week.  Look at next year for possibly a weekend game.  We had somebody get the puck in the net to win 52 burritos.
Sr. Day – All Jr. parents have stepped up to help, the planning is going well.  Chipotle in Crystal is donating all of the burritos, chips and salsa for that night.  Flowers and cake are also being donated.  We can’t get into the upstairs room until 3:00 so parents will need to set up their boards during 1st period. Picnic Date – 2010 date will be August 29 at the New Hope Golf Course.  Sr. Parents plan this event.  Gina will reserve the space.

Open Positions for 2010-2011 Season – We will be looking for a Volunteer Coordinator as Kerry Smith will be done because his son is a Sr. this year.  At the March meeting the 3 Booster Club Positions, President, Treasurer, & Secretary , will state their intentions for next year.  We will let everyone know at the banquet of the open positions. 

Chuck a Puck – Joe Anderson estimates that we will collect about $450 for the season, about 40 shy of his goal he set for himself of $500.  

JV Dinners – Kevin Roddy reported those went very well this year.  Worked out great with games during the week.  Meeting Room 2 was fine as it is right above the boy’s locker room.  Plenty of volunteers to help.  Should do it again next year.

Kevin Roddy initiated a conversation on behalf of the goalie parents who were in attendance – Seward, Greenberg & Roddy.  Ann Marie Seward started the conversation off that she would like to see a goalie credit given to goalies, based on the fact that players get a helmet, gloves & breezers to use during the year paid for from the $150 Booster Club fees that everyone pays.  It is not fair that the players get equipment and the goalies do not.  Goalie equipment is very expensive, and the goalies don’t get to play all the time.  The youth program gave the goalies a credit every year.  She said she understood that the players get to keep the equipment they were issued when they graduate.  Todd indicated that in the past if he has old, out dated and unusable equipment, he will let the Sr. take it. Helmets have a life of about 3-4 years as do the gloves.   Some players do get used equipment to wear. The players also get to use the helmets and their practice breezers during the off season.  Todd indicated that they turn in their game breezers, and gloves, but the helmets are a safety issue and everyone participates in STP so they let the players wear them.   The Booster club does have 4 sets of goalie equipment, but in the past, goalies like to use their own including their painted helmets.  The youth organization works on a completely different budget.  Fees there are about $1500.  High School fees run about $600, with only $150 going towards the Booster Club. We run a very tight budget.
Todd said we don’t really have a break down on what the Booster Club money pays for in detail.  We don’t order new equipment every year.  This year we only ordered new Varsity jerseys.  Eric Bresnahan can look at breaking down the $150.  Todd in the past  has offered to the Sr. goalies a break if they needed new equipment.  This year Mike Davies asked for Breezes, Todd did not have any for a goalie so Mike went and bought some and Todd paid the Davies back from the school account.  If players have a financial need Todd is always willing to help out, no matter if they are a player or a goalie.

A couple suggestions were brought up: 

1.
We could give the goalies a discount when they sign up as a Sophmore
2.
We could give the goalies a credit of $50 every year

3.
We could not provide equipment to the team, only jersey & socks, then everyone is equal
Discussion was as follows:

1.
If we give a discount when they sign up as Sophmore, what if they quit after their first year, this probably is not the best solution.

2.
Giving them a $50 credit every year would work better than all at once.  What would we do if a player said they didn’t want to use the school issued equipment, they wanted to wear their own so they would like the equipment credit.  It was stated that this credit would only be allowed for the goalies.  But that is not 100% fair.  Todd indicated that nothing is fair.  There is always going to be somebody who is not happy.

3.
Not providing equipment for any player would alleviate some of the fund raising and volunteering that families have to do and that we seem to struggle with.  Each player would need to buy their own helmet, gloves & breezers from a designated store so they are all the same.  Todd would then only issue jerseys & socks to each player and then collect them at the end of the year.  This would reduce the equipment budget by a lot of $.
