President’s Report:  No New Report.  Craig commented that the picnic went well.

Coach’s Report:  Coach thanked parents & board for all their hard work.  He felt it was well received. Shared his feeling that sometimes he questions if we should continue with a fall picnic, but it seems to be a good kick-off prior to the season, and the general consensus is to continue. 

Coach mentioned the BBQ at AHS was well-attended. 300+ were there and they anticipate that it will be larger next year.  Would like to see us invite the players in the youth program next year and have a table manned by players to show & tell about our hockey program!  

Tuesday night was the Freshman Orientation and 5 players were there to answer questions about our hockey program and also sold Youth jerseys as a Fundraiser.      160 jerseys were sold at $5.00 each. We will continue to have players sell at the first few home football games, and they are also available in Weisjahn’s room at school.

Coach brought up that we need to get the Game Schedule Posters printed ASAP.      Eric said he will volunteer Brynn for the job!  They will choose a picture to use and we still have plenty of paper from last year to print them on.

Treasurer’s Report:   No real changes to report. The picnic came in under our $400. Budget.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Ad Book: Joe Capistrant stated that last year Gordy Goihl and Kath Hammersang sold most of the Ads for the book.  There was a lengthy discussion about the need to involve parents more in selling ads this year.  It was decided to suggest each family sell 2 Ads and purchase a Player Ad for a total of 3 Ads per family.  This is a great fundraiser for our teams and it is crucial to have more people involved –the more we sell, the more money we will make. Joe will work on improving follow-up on selling.  Joe asked Lisa for the e-mail list so he can contact the parents to explain the ad selling requirements.  As stated in the packets, all ads need to be turned in to Joe & Deb by Nov. 5th.  (Could possibly accept them up until Nov. 15th.)

Joe will check into a few other options for printing the Ad Book to see if we could cut costs on printing.  Currently our layout is set up at Harrison Printing. Eric brought up the fact that new set-up and lay-out costs should be considered, as that the cost could increase if we go elsewhere.  Eric can break down the pricing for set-up, paper, printing, etc.

Joe and Deb Capistrant will recruit additional help to contact businesses who placed an ad in the Ad Book last year.

WEBSITE Report:  Mark stated that he received the documents from Lisa that were in the Picnic Packet. These will be available on the Website soon. This includes the   Warm-up schedule & Waiver Form.  He will be updating the website as news comes in, and this will be a very useful tool for checking on updates information. Once Volunteer schedules are done, they will be posted on the website as well.

Mark will be handling the small game schedules that we share with the girls program. They should be going to the printer next week.

Volunteers: No report as Kevin Roddy was absent.

Alumni Coordinator:  Tim Tanner has volunteered to handle Alumni contacts and Coach will be working closely with him to get the ball rolling. 

Blue Line Club:  Kathy Johnson has volunteered to organize the BLC again this year.  Lisa will schedule the meeting rooms and contact Kathy with dates/locations. It was brought up that Kathy may want to find an assistant to help her with this.
Other Fundraisers-

Joe brought up a Fundraiser possibility – Players do a BBQ in front of a local Meat Shop, with product provided by the meat shop.  It would be 4 to 6 hours on a Saturday. It would bring traffic to the meat shop and income for our program.  After some discussion it was decided that Joe will check around and contact a few places to see if they would be willing to host this type of fundraiser. Lisa suggested to call local shops, as the would be more apt to sponsor our school programs.

It is vital to involve the players in the Bauer tournament, so it is suggested that parents consider this when signing up for slots.  Also parents should consider having the players go with them when selling Ads.  The boys are involved in the CUB bagging fundraisers and this has been pretty lucrative.  

CUB Bagging: Kathy Enselein and Noella Seaburg have volunteered to schedule and organize the CUB Bagging again this year.

Chuck-A-Puck:  Joe Anderson has volunteered to schedule the Chuck-A-Puck volunteers for this season.  

Old Business:

Fall Warm-ups have been scheduled and the Waiver Form and Schedules were handed out at the Picnic. They will be on the Website as well.  

Team Pictures: Cindy Greenburg has secured Bonnie at Great Photos to be the photographer this year.  Pictures will be on Nov 24th.

Home Game Music:  Lisa spoke with Kath Hammersang and she has agreed to provide the music for the home games again this season.

Announcing:  Jim Malmgren has agreed to be the ”Voice of Falcon Hockey” this season.

Senior Night: This is scheduled for the last home game – Sat. Feb 19th @ 3:00.       Cindy Greenberg volunteered to coordinate Senior Night and would like another Junior parent to assist her for this event.  All Junior Parents are expected to be involved in some capacity.
